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TAI SOPHIA INSTITUTE HONORED WITH

LARGE BUSINESS OF THE YEAR AWARD

The Howard County Chamber of Commerce has honored Tai Sophia Institute with the 2006 Large Business of the Year Award. The Chamber recognized the Institute for becoming a national leader in wellness education and for its innovative programs for businesses and the community. The Institute, which offers Master’s degrees in acupuncture, herbal medicine and the applied healing arts, recently received the distinction of regional accreditation from the Middle States Commission on Higher Education. The Chamber cited the Institute for creating innovative programs with institutions such as the University of Pennsylvania, School of Medicine and the Kennedy Krieger Institute in Baltimore. Additionally, the Chamber praised the Institute for developing community-based wellness programs in Howard County that serves as a model for the country. 

The Institute’s civic contributions include community and continuing education programs that are attended by as many as 2,500 people annually. Its faculty and staff donate more than 10,000 community service hours to a variety of projects and its health and wellness clinics provide 10,000 treatments a year. Faculty and staff also regularly speak to professional groups and area students on wellness-related topics.

Founded in 1975 as a small healing arts clinic, the Institute’s current enrollment is more than 320 students. Its nearly 1,000 alumni actively practice acupuncture, herbal medicine and other healing arts around the country. It was the first school in the country to have an accredited acupuncture program and the first school in the country to offer a Master’s degree in herbal medicine. 
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
