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TAI SOPHIA INSTITUTE ELECTS GEORGETOWN LAW SCHOOL PROFESSOR SHERMAN COHN TO BE CHAIR OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS


The Board of Directors of the Tai Sophia Institute, an academic institution for wellness education, has elected Georgetown University School of Law Professor Sherman Cohn as Chair. A past national president of the American Inns of Court and the Jewish Law Association, Cohn earned his B.S.F.S. and a J.D., L.L.M. from Georgetown University. Cohn has served on the Georgetown faculty for 41 years. After, he began his legal career in the Appellate Section of the Civil Division of the United States Department of Justice. He rose to the position of Assistant Chief at the Department of Justice.  In addition to teaching traditional legal classes in such areas as constitutional law, civil procedure and professional responsibility, he offers a class on Alternative and Complementary Medicine: the Legal Issues. He frequently lectures on ethics and the legal profession and has delivered lectures at universities and institutes in Germany, Russia, Israel, Paraguay, Italy, China, Korea, Columbia, and Japan.

Georgetown University Law Center Staff recognized Cohn in 2002 with its Faculty of the Year Award. Other honors he has received include: Civil Justice Award, Honorary Diplomate from the American Board of Trial Advocates and the A. Sherman Christensen Award from the American Inns of Court.


Cohn helped guide the formation of the Tai Sophia Institute, which was founded in 1975.  He has worked with other organizations involved in complementary medicine, serving as Chair of the Board of the Tai Hsuan Foundation College of Acupuncture and Herbal Medicine, and he is a board member of the National Acupuncture and Oriental Medicine Alliance and of the National Acupuncture Foundation. For 10 years, he was Chairman of the Accreditation Commission for Acupuncture and Oriental Medicine.
